SAVE YOURSELF SOME TIME!


Before proceeding, note the following tips on getting speedy approval of your request:





1. A Land Use Request Form (“LURF”) is NOT required if the proposed event is to take place inside a building, or does not require permanent construction on property already managed by an auxiliary such as the Athletic Department, the ARC, or the Smith Student Center & Quad.





2. You MUST have a faculty or staff SPONSOR willing to assume responsibility for your event.





3. You MUST have a Fund or Fund Center # to cover any initial or maintenance costs related to your request.





4. You MIGHT need an extra 30 days in your approval schedule if you’re proposing to use any vertebrate animals for research or education purposes requiring IACUC Committee approval (Review item 9 below).
